In 2007, Ensemble Inégal realised another world recording premiere of Zelenka’s compositions. Missa et Litaniae is the great mass of Purification of the Virgin composed in the period of Zelenka’s artistic ripeness in 1733. It is formed as a missa solemnis and its character and the spectacular cast with 4 horns are witness thereof. Litaniae Lauretanae “Consolatrix afflictorum” touches the audience by the depth and frankness of the plea for consolation of those who suffer. It is a wonderful masterpiece and one of the last compositions of J. D. Zelenka.
